Palette - don’t buy the mini size

Pigments - Buy artists’ quality and not student grade. Suggested brands:  Winsor Newton, Daniel Smith, Da Vinci 

Need to have:  aureolin yellow, cobalt blue, and permanent rose (the primaries)
